Beta Alpha Psi is an honorary organization for current and future financial information professionals.  As of 2007, there are 263 chapters in existence, through which over 300,000 members have been initiated since the organization’s formation in 1919. Who Can Join?

Students who have taken, or are currently enrolled in, a 300-level accounting course and who have both cumulative and accounting GPAs of 3.0 or better are eligible to pledge.  Individuals successfully completing pledge requirements are formally initiated into the fraternity the semester following pledging.

Students enrolled in upper division courses who do not meet GPA requirements can still attend Beta Alpha Psi meetings and pledge the Accounting Club.

Students not yet enrolled in upper division courses are welcome to join as accounting club members.

What Are the Non-Scholastic Pledge Requirements?

Pledges and members are required to attend a number of professional meetings and participate a few hours each semester in Beta Alpha Psi sponsored tutorials and campus/community service activities.

When Does it Start?

At the beginning of each semester, Beta Alpha Psi student officers visit accounting classes and announce the time and place of the informational meeting.
