Pitch Proposal
Assignment: The goal of this assignment is to persuade your editorial group to customize a literary journal based on your independent research, design, and publishing description. In order to complete this task you will prepare a 2-3 minute pitch. You will also create a handout (5 copies) to accompany your pitch.
The following steps will help you create your proposal. You should also browse the literary journals listed in NewPages to help you generate ideas. 
Step 1: Create a name for your literary journal. Do a quick web search to make sure you don’t pick a name that already exists.


Example: Black Quill Review
Step 2: Create an email address that includes the name of your literary journal. You are welcome to use any of these free services to set up your email account.

Example: blackquillreview@yahoo.com
Step 3: Use Google Image Search to find at least one image you could use as a logo. Use the name of your journal to establish keywords for your search. We’ll discuss “Fair Use” of images in class.

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Step 4: Use Color Theory, Color Theory for Designers, and pages 88-93 to help you choose colors and type for your website, marketing materials, and other related documents—you will want to consider the color(s) of your logo when making your choice. 
Step 5: Combine your image and your colors to create a logo.
