Assignment #3: Writing to Inform

In a group of four people, you will develop a WEB site on the subject of plastic bottles (PETE 1).  The WEB site should include a main page and between 4 and 8 other pages.  On the WEB site, you should do all of the following:

A.  Provide information in English on:

· what plastic bottles are;

· environmental issues surrounding plastic bottles;

· solutions to the plastic bottle problem;

· links to where people can learn more about the plastic bottle problem.

All information presented on your website should be in your own words and should be properly attributed via APA style references to the sources where you found the information.  

B.  Provide in the languages of your group members:

· a summary of the issue;

· at least one link to resources on plastic bottle issues in the languages of your group members.

We will work together to assemble the groups of four early in the semester.    This is a group project and there is a group grade, but each group member will do a confidential evaluation of the others.  The grade you personally get on the project will be in large part determined by the scores on those confidential evaluations.  

It is assumed that you have some background in WEB site development, but in case you don’t, the lab has a number of great resources for you.

1.  You can take English 300 (a one-credit course) that will pretty much teach you everything you need to know about the mechanical issues in this class.

2.  You can sign up for the Beginning and Advanced Dreamweaver workshops – which are free – and learn how to develop a WEB site with Dreamweaver.  

There is simply no excuse for not participating in this assignment.  The bottom line:  anyone can and everyone should be able to develop a website.
