III. Rate Setting

A. Passed out packets detailing rate setting numbers. Rate Setting is a process in which students and staff set housing and dining rates for the next year. Asking for a resolution either in support or not for the rates that have been decided. This resolution goes to the Board of Regents, shows our position on what the rate setting committee decided. First page shows the projected occupancy, which is a little lower due to the anticipated freshman acceptance rate. Increased laundry rate, first raise since implementation. McEachern premium is increased as well, only affects new residents in that hall. All numbers decided by the committee only affect new residents, returners get a locked in rate. Salaries have been raised, and an increase in food costs and employee benefits. 10% inflation for utilities, which is an underestimation. New cable TV package for the next year, including a premium cable channel. A 5% increase in residence halls and 4% increase in dining. Total increase is 3.3%. Back page shows operating costs for this year and next year’s projected budget. Includes a list of personnel changes, including plan to increase Residence Life staff. Adding a painter and carpenter to help keep up, rewiring the residence halls and apartments. Last page also details rate increases compared to UW and Western, we are below their increases. Please keep in mind, that these are just add-ons to what we already have.
i. McEachern—Didn’t hear anything about premium increases, please explain.

1. McEachern has a rate that is $235 higher than other halls. McEachern is unbelievably popular this year, we felt it ought to be somewhere between a single single and a single double rate.

2. McEachern Follow-Up: How is this the best way to justify this to residents?
