Background

For your second English 402 project, you will construct a Web site that presents you and your work. This web site, or webfolio, will showcase your identity as a professional writer and highlight your writing and design skills. Essentially, you are constructing an online professional ethos for yourself, so you will have to consider your site from a rhetorical perspective. A webfolio is not only a good way to highlight your talents when it comes time to look for a job; it also presents you as a professional by collecting the most representative samples of your writing abilities. Hopefully, you will update and add more sample documents to your webfolio as you progress through WSU.

Basic Requirements 
You must have sufficient knowledge of the DreamWeaver software program. If you do not, then please enroll in English 300 or take advantage of the following tutorial offered by the AML: http://www.aml.wsu.edu/StudentResources/ProgramTutorials.htm

Additionally, please be sure your site includes the following features:

· A professional introduction or orientation to the site

· A web version of your resume

· Sample documents from other classes

· Two projects from our class

· A navigation menu for the site

· A contact link

· Design principles we’ve learned in this class

Beyond these basic requirements, I am leaving the project open to your interpretation. Perhaps you will want to include a weblog as part of your site or you might want to add other features to it. Perhaps you will include outside interests or information. In short, this is your chance to develop a professional ethos on the web that will represent you and your work as best as possible.

When you turn in this assignment to me, I ask that you also submit an email message that specifically details the rhetorical choices you made as you composed the text and design of this project. You will need to address what kind of ethos you tried to develop through the site design and the information you included.

Learning Goals

· Composing in Context. Analyze the invention and distribution of technologies in a professional context. Understand the ethical implications of working within a space where technology and culture meet.

· Project Management. Understand, develop and deploy various strategies for planning, researching, drafting, revising, and editing projects. Build professional ethos through documentation and accountability.

· Document Design. Make rhetorical design decisions about technical documents including:

· understanding and adapting to genre conventions and expectations of a range of audiences including both technical and non-technical audiences

· understanding and implementing design principles of format and layout

· interpreting and arguing with design

· drafting, researching, testing, revising visual design and information architecture
· ensuring the technical accuracy of visual content
· Teamwork. Respond constructively to peers' work. Solicit and use peer feedback effectively.

Background 

This is a three-part assignment. 1) Web site review and interview. You will review the Web site of one of your classmates, and then use it as a “script” to conduct an interview with him/her as a potential co-worker. 2) Peer review. In the form of a memo, you will offer your classmate feedback about his/her site. You will need to consider navigability, linking, interactivity, color, images, and other important aspects of web design. 3) Oral presentation. You will present a three-minute professional profile of your classmate to our class.

Basic Requirements

Choose someone in our class to interview. For the purposes of the class, you want to know your subject’s name and contact information. You also want to know what the person is majoring in and what kind of writing-intensive projects this person has worked on in the past. You should ask about computer experience and what professional contacts this person has outside of class. Professional contacts could include anything from work with a family business, to an outside job, to an internship, or membership in a professional or community organization. Check the accuracy of all the information you gather, write up the profile in PowerPoint format (or another format of your choice), and give a three-minute presentation of your results to our class. Since the rest of our course projects involve working collaboratively, these presentations will familiarize you with some of your prospective co-workers.

Learning Goals

· Research. Understand and use the research methods and strategies practiced in professional settings, including working ethically with research participants. Locate, evaluate, and using print and online information selectively for particular audiences and purposes. Use appropriate primary research methods such as interviews. 
· Technology. Use and evaluate the writing technologies frequently used in the workplace, such as presentation design and delivery. Use appropriate technologies that effectively and ethically address professional situations and audiences.
