You must have a research question in order to successfully research and complete this project.  Your team must agree upon the research question and the focus that it provides to your project.  

In framing your research question, keep the following in mind:

1. Who is your audience and why should they be interested in your subject?

2. Why is the research you want to do interesting, relevant, and important to you and to your prospective audience?

3. How much can you expect to complete in the given time-frame?  

4. What different task will you have to undertake to get the answers you need to complete the research?
