Preparing for the Annotated Bibliography assignment

Working with a partner and using online resources see what you can find on the topic of sustainable agriculture.  If you want to narrow your search even more to a particular branch of sustainable agriculture, you can.

For each source you locate, go through the same evaluation criteria that you did for the i-cite exercises identifying—

· where the source is from 

· who created the source 

· what the purpose and motivation for creating the source probably was

· what is the authority/credibility/ethos of this source

· who pays for and/or who benefits from getting this source out into the world

You should locate the following types of sources:

a) two popular culture sites that deals with the topic—these can be audio, print, or other media, but from sites that are not scholarly

b) two more scholarly sources, but not necessarily peer-reviewed

c) two definitely scholarly sources from journals or books (peer-reviewed sources)

You should be able to locate some of these sources by using Google or another search engine.  A Google search on the term “sustainable agriculture” will get you some general results.  If you do a search on “bibliography sustainable agriculture” you’ll get more scholarly results.  Then you’ll have to go into WSU library resources to find whether the articles and other information you find is online.  You will find that WSU has online access to a lot of the journals and you can retrieve full-text quite easily.
