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Hall Programs (35%)

These can include, but are not limited to…

Social Programs – Pizza Parties, movies, dances, games nights, etc.

Diversity Programs - Various awareness activities, Tunnel of Oppression, etc.  

Educational – Tutoring, peer mentors, sex ed., resume building workshops, etc.

Cross Campus – Programs that other halls (preferably outside of your complex were invited to) were invited to.

It is encouraged for bids to include a wide range of quality programs from all of these categories.


Participation in RHA Programs 30%)

· Attendance/Participation at RHA Meetings (5%)

· Homecoming Participation (10%)

· Spring Week Participation (10%)

· Amazing Race (5%)


Government Activities (10%)

If there are any programs specific to government that do not fit above, include them in this section. It is your opportunity to show how involved your government has been all year. This can include anything from a government retreat to particular hall improvements that have been undertaken successfully. Think outside the box!


OTM’s (10%)

Did your hall (residents, staff, government) submit any OTMs? Were you nominated for any? Did you receive an OTM?

SHORT ESSAY (5%)

Pictures, flyers, and any creative representation of a successful hall program activity should be included in the appropriate section. Also, a one-page persuasive style paper should accompany the Hall of the Year bid, making an overall case for why your hall has proven itself.

Presentation (10%)

· Creativity

Is your bid original?  Does it have a theme?

· Organization

Does your bid follow a pattern?  Are your layouts and visuals effective?

~ It does not have to be in the standard binder/notebook format, creativity is encouraged!!! ~


If something can be included in more than one category, such as hall programming and RHA, then put it in the one that it best fits.

Two awards will be handed out at the end of the year banquet, the Hall of the Year and the Most Improved Hall (this doesn’t mean that there won’t be other awards…)
